If test negative: Player still complete the self-
isolation until the player clinically recovers but 

no further public health action.

Contact Trace: NHS T&T team will call the player to identify household and community 
contacts and advise them accordingly.

if the test is positive, the player must complete the 
remainder of your 7-day self-isolation. Anyone in the 

player’s household must also complete self-isolation for 
14 days from the day the player developed symptoms. If 
test negative: Player still complete the self-isolation until 
the player clinically recovers but no further public health 

action. 

Joint decison made to continue or cancel training/game based on social distance adherance/hand hygiene 
protocols and confidence in training/game can continue safely whilst awaiting test results. 

Cricket liason office/Umpires and Home/Away Management/PHE to be informed of situation 

COVID medical officer to be informed, call 119 or use 111 website to assist with symptom managment and arrange test if 
indicated.  

Healthcare professional to take temperature/BP/RHR/Sp02 and other general observations. 

Healthcare professional to wear Level 3 PPE

Move player/staff to isolation room- Box 5  

Player/Staff becomes unwell during training/match 

Medics24 to follow same protocol as above when assessing visitors out of the INNER 
zone without the involvement of home/away medical teams. 

 
If staff/player/visitors are unwell and collapse, then it may not be possible to move 

to isolation box and will await an ambulance.
